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 Feeding America, Hunger in America 2014, Food Bank Report for Monmouth and Ocean Counties. August 2014. The number of people we serve is estimated once every four years through interviews of several hundred Ocean County residents at area pantries, soup kitchens and shelters as well as surveys of the charities themselves.  The data is then analyzed for a local report and collated, together with information from other foodbanks, for a state and national report.
